b) Chief Akre informed the Board that on November 15, 2023 Sonoma City Council will
consider an item on traffic safety. Chief Akre plans to attend the meeting and publicly speak
in opposition, due to the area in question, being that it is a primary response route, serves as
an evacuation route and would negatively impact response times directly affecting the district
and public safety needs.

c) Chief Akre informed the Board that on November 15t, 2023 we started a new volunteer
firefighter academy with a total of 25 participants who once completed will support the Valley
(18 SVFD/KW, 7 Schell vista).
